Many of the homeopathic schools 
in the country are currently 
unlicensed. The Arizona State 
Board for Private Post-secondary 
Education granted a license to 
the Desert Institute School of 
Classical Homeopathy (now 
American Medical College of 
Homeopathy) in February 2000.

College Accreditation  
The American Medical College of Homeopathy was granted full accreditation in 2005 
through the Council on Homeopathic Education, the accrediting agency for homeopathic 
programs in the United States (not recognized by the Dept of Education). This 
accreditation is applicable to the following programs:

The Academy of Veterinary Homeopathy granted full accreditation in 2007 for the 
AMCH Veterinary programs. The Academy of Veterinary Homeopathy is the accrediting 
body for veterinary homeopathic schools (not recognized by the Dept of Education).

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Doctor of Homeopathic Medicine Program  
AMCH is in the process of opening the first homeopathic medical school program in this 
country since the 1920’s.  We are nationally recognized for this effort and have the 
support of the entire homeopathic community (locally, statewide and nationally) in this 
endeavor. The opening of this program is only possible because of AMCH’s 
demonstrated success as an educational leader.   
 
Homeopathic Veterinary Program  
The AMCH Homeopathic Veterinary Program is the first of its kind in this country.  
Homeopathic veterinary training to date has been seminar based and has not included 
clinical training.  This program represents a major step forward for the homeopathic 
veterinary community and is supported and endorsed by the Academy of Veterinary 
Homeopathy, the national leader in homeopathic veterinary medicine.  
 
Homeopathic Practitioner Certificate Program  
The AMCH Homeopathic Practitioner Certificate Program is nationally recognized for its 
excellence.  In addition to being the only accredited homeopathic comprehensive 
training program in the United States, it has a long history of demonstrated success in 
training its students. Graduates currently have a 100% success rate in achieving 
homeopathic certification after completion of the program.  
 
Homeopathic Practitioner Distance Learning Programs  
The Homeopathic Practitioner Distance Learning Programs have a long history of 
demonstrated success in training homeopathic physicians. They have had nearly a 
100% success rate in training physicians for Arizona Homeopathic Licensure.  In 
addition, the American Institute of Homeopathy (the oldest homeopathic organization in 
the United States) has recently endorsed these distance learning courses for their 
quality.  
 
Green Healthcare On Line Program  
AMCH is dedicated to promoting green medicine and environmentally sustainable 
medicine.  It offers a Green Healthcare On Line Program that reflects this commitment. 
This is the only Green Healthcare program in the homeopathic community.  
 
AMCH/PIHMA Joint Program  
AMCH has partnered with the Phoenix Institute of Herbal Medicine and Acupuncture to 
create the nation’s first Oriental Medicine/Homeopathic Medicine Joint Program.  This 
program is designed to combine the best in two of the three most common forms of 
alternative medicine in the world today.  
 
Preceptorship Programs  
AMCH has established preceptorship programs with surrounding medical schools to 
train their students in the practice of homeopathic medicine. These preceptorship 
programs are unique in the country for their quality and success in training medical 
students.  
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Innovative Programming  
AMCH is well known being one of the largest homeopathic programs in the country and 
for its innovative programming.  Not only has it consistently led the homeopathic 
educational community in creating new and diverse homeopathic programs, but it also 
has become a curricular leader.  Many homeopathic schools have adopted and utilized 
AMCH Curriculum over the last ten years.  In addition, AMCH is well known for its 
curricular focus on clinical training and family based homeopathic education.  
 
Clinical Training  
AMCH places clinical training at the center of all of its programs. While many 
homeopathic programs in this country lack clinical training, AMCH clinical training 
typically amounts to a full 1/3 of the curriculum. Not only do we provide clinical training 
but we provide it within five different contexts:

Support Services  
AMCH provides a variety of support services for its students. In addition to the largest 
homeopathic library in the country and one of the largest homeopathic pharmacies, 
AMCH provides practice site opportunities for students after graduation.  On-line clinical 
training also provides opportunities for our students to learn from internationally 
renowned homeopathic educators.  
 
Educational Scholarship  
AMCH leads the nation in homeopathic educational publications. It has published the 
only books written on homeopathic education.  AMCH hosts an annual national 
homeopathic teacher conference designed to help educators improve their teaching 
skills in homeopathic education. AMCH has conducted the only national homeopathic 
educational research and made this available to the national homeopathic educational 
community.  
 
Humanism and Compassion  
One of AMCH’s core curricular values is Humanism.  AMCH has embedded this core 
value into all of its programs and has created the AMCH Department of Humanism.  
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Future Campus  
AMCH is planning a future homeopathic campus in Phoenix, Arizona.  This campus will 
provide resources, educational supports and a gathering place for the national 
homeopathic community.  In addition to the college itself, this will include:

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AMCH Research: A National Center for Excellence  
 
Institutional Review Board  
AMCH has established a homeopathic 
Institutional Review Board to guide 
research projects.  This is the first of its 
kind in the country and accepts  
both internal and external submissions. 
 
Community Research  
AMCH conducts homeopathic  
community research.  This is the only 
institution in the United States that 
conducts such research.  This research 
explores the demographics and success 
of homeopathic patients, practitioners 
and educators in the homeopathic  
community.  The results are available  
on our web site. To date, AMCH has 
conducted a National Homeopathic Practitioner Study, National Homeopathic Patient 
Study and is in the process of completing a National Homeopathic Educational Study.  
 
Practice Based Research  
AMCH conducts homeopathic practice based research by doing provings. Provings are 
a method to determine the healing power of natural substances. To date, AMCH has 
conducted provings on the following substances: 
 

Oxalis acetosella (Wood Sorrel) 
Heloderma suspectum (Gila Monster) 
Carnegiea gigantea (Saguara Cactus) 
Urolophus halleri (Round Sting Ray) 
Cathartes aura (Turkey Vulture) 
Argemone pleiacantha (Crested Prickle Poppy) 
Alligator missisipiensis (American Alligator) 
Turquoise (Turquoise) 
Larrea tridentata (Creosote Bush) 
Geococcyx californianus (Greater Roadrunner) 
Salsola tragus (Tumbleweed) 
Sialia currocoides (Mountain Bluebird) 
Geochelone sulcata (African Desert Tortoise) 
Schistocerca americana (American Desert Locust) 
 

All of these provings have been published in monograph format and in homeopathic 
software.  In addition, many have been published collectively.  
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Clinical Sciences Research  
AMCH supports and participates in homeopathic clinical science research 
demonstrating the efficacy and power of homeopathic medicine. Most recently it 
participated in a study investigating the efficacy of homeopathic treatment in 
fibromyalgia. This was conducted through the University of Arizona and was funded by 
a NIH grant.   
 
AMCH Annual Research Conference  
AMCH conducts an annual national homeopathic research conference.  This is the only 
conference for homeopathic researchers from around the country to gather and to work 
together in a supportive collaborative environment.  
 
AMCH Research Committee  
The AMCH Research Committee consists in leaders in the national homeopathic 
research community.  This committee meets regularly to promote national homeopathic 
research.  
 
AMCH Research Institute  
AMCH plans to build a homeopathic research institute as part of its future campus. This 
research institute will be the first of its kind in the United States and provide a home for 
national homeopathic research.  
 
Public Information Clearing House for Research  
AMCH provides information about homeopathic research to the national community.  
This is provided through its publications, conferences and web site.  
 
Research as a Core Curricular Value  
Research is one of AMCH’s core curricular values. AMCH has embedded this core 
value into all of its programs and has created the AMCH Department of Research.

Compassionate Quality Care  
The AMCH Medical Center provides 
community healthcare needs to the 
public and offers a clinical setting for 
students to learn the practice of 
homeopathic medicine. The AMCH 
Medical Center has the reputation of 
providing the finest homeopathic care 
in the Southwest.  Homeopathic 
medicine is integrated into all aspects 
of treatment at the AMCH Medical 
Center. Patients are treated on all 
levels of their being, including 
physical, emotional mental and  

spiritual dimensions. It is the presentation of the disease by the patient, rather than the 
disease itself (patient-centered medicine) which become the focus of treatment.  AMCH 
has a diversity of homeopathic practitioners that provide quality compassionate care.  
 
AMCH Clinics  
The AMCH Medical Center house the teaching clinic for the American Medical College 
of Homeopathy. At this clinic, AMCH medical students achieve clinical competencies 
through their clinical rotations. The AMCH Medical Center is the largest homeopathic 
clinical training site in the country. The medical center is also a site for externships and 
preceptorship rotations for students from other disciplines. Research is also integrated 
into the clinical training. By placing an emphasis on quality of patient care, quality of 
education and high academic standards, AMCH is setting the standard for clinical 
homeopathic education. The AMCH Medical Center offers multi-disciplinary primary 
medical care for common, serious and chronic health conditions for the entire family. 
The staff of homeopathic physicians treat patients of all ages using a variety of natural 
alternative for healing, treatment of chronic and acute medical conditions and staying 
well. 
 
Medicinary and Bookstore  
The AMCH Medicinary and Bookstore are located adjacent to the Medical Center. The 
Medicinary is the largest homeopathic pharmacy in Arizona and provides professional 
quality homeopathic medicines at both prescription and non-prescription levels.  It also 
serves as a homeopathic pharmacy for the Southwest Region.  
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Fertility Clinic  
The AMCH Fertility Clinic provides the best of alternative care in the treatment of fertility 
problems. Included are the three most common forms of alternative medicine: 
 
 Herbal Medicine 
 Homeopathic Medicine 
 Oriental Medicine 
 
The clinic provides an effective, natural, less expensive and more gentle approach to 
fertility issues. It also serves as both a teaching and fertility research clinic.  This clinic is 
the first of its kind in the nation.   
 
Mingus Mountain  
Mingus Mountain Academy is an offsite rotational site for AMCH Students. It is a 
JCAHO-accredited facility offering treatment and educational services for emotionally 
and behaviorally at-risk girls. Founded in 1985, the Academy is located on a 120-acre 
campus at the base of Mingus Mountain in beautiful Prescott Valley, Arizona.  The 
Academy offers a variety of individual treatment and educational services, including its 
unique Equestrian Program.  The Academy provides a structured and nurturing 
environment for at-risk and delinquent youth. Mingus’ highly structured program focuses 
on instilling positive norms and values. Individual goals are set forth in each student’s 
treatment plan that strive to maximize intellectual, social, emotional and physical 
growth. Goals are based on the holistic philosophy that each student will become a 
positive young adult through exposure to Mingus’ challenging and enriching program. 
 
Las Fuentes  
Las Fuentes Health Clinic is an offsite rotational site for AMCH Students. Las Fuentes 
Clinic is a non-profit 501(c)3 corporation, with the goal of providing medical care to the 
uninsured people of Guadalupe, Arizona. Over 4,500 visits are made yearly to the clinic. 
Medical care consists of family medicine, women's health, acupuncture, chiropractic, 
naturopathic, homeopathic and traditional medicine. An extensive community outreach 
program provides health education to local community schools, agencies and events. In 
addition, Las Fuentes serves as a clinical training site for medical residents, medical 
students, nursing students and medical assistants.   
 
Tanzania AIDS Clinic  
This project will initiate an AIDS clinic in Dar es Salaam Tanzania specifically to treat 
patients with homeopathic medicine. The project will liaise with a Tanzanian homeopath 
to establish an AIDS clinic. Clinical treatment will be done by Jeremy Sherr. Jeremy 
Sherr will visit Tanzania on a frequent regular schedule over one year to treat patients 
as well as to offer expert consultation and teaching. At other times he will be readily 
available for phone and Internet consultations with the local homeopathic practitioner. 
Homeopathic knowledge will be shared with clinic personnel and the newly established 
Tanzanian College of Homeopathy. This will help to advance homeopathic 
understanding and experience in treating AIDS patients both locally and worldwide. 
Homeopathy has an established method for treating epidemics that can easily be taught 
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and is an effective and low cost model readily replicated in African city and rural 
settings.  In addition to providing quality clinical care, this program will also provide a 
venue for much needed research demonstrating the efficacy of homeopathy in the 
treatment of AIDS. The clinic will also offer externship rotations to AMCH students who 
wish to travel overseas as part of their AMCH education. 
 
Comprehensive Clinical Training  
Clinical training is central at the American Medical College of Homeopathy. AMCH 
Clinical Training provides 1/3 of nearly all the curriculum of the AMCH programs. We 
believe that students cannot move from the classroom into practice without effective 
quality clinical training.  There are five aspects to good quality clinical training.  Each 
AMCH program uses these differently.  
 
Mentorship 
Mentorship is s critical aspect of training programs, especially for those attending 
distance-learning programs. Mentorship provides guidance on the homeopathic journey 
and helps students to integrate their learning.  
 
Clinical Observation 
Clinical observation entails watching a master homeopath at work. This is the most 
time-honored method of teaching a craft or vocation. Apprentices would match 
themselves with a master teacher and copy their methods in their training. Traditionally 
homeopathic students would become apprentices to master homeopaths. Clinical 
observation is based on the idea of modeling.  
 
AMCH Student Clinics 
This model of clinical training focuses on creating a small group environment. Typically 
there is one teacher with 4-8 students. The work here is far more collaborative. Often 
one student takes the case with the clinical teacher observing and assisting the student. 
The other students either observe directly or by closed-circuit television. Following the 
case-taking session, the case is discussed and analyzed as a group. Training clinics 
provide the student more autonomy and an opportunity to put their skills directly into 
practice.  
 
Supervision 
In supervision, the student brings to their supervisor a case that has already been taken 
by the student on their own. Usually this is in the form of written notes or a video of their 
session. The supervisor works with the student on case analysis and building the 
students case-taking skills. 
 
Off Site Rotations 
Externships are clinical training experiences that are offered off site from the 
homeopathic school. These are generally clinics in the community where homeopathic 
practitioners are practicing. Students either observe or participate directly in 
homeopathic care.  
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Professional Clinic  
AMCH offers a professional clinic where homeopathic practitioners from the 
homeopathic community can bring difficult or problem cases for review.  Senior AMCH 
Faculty retake the homeopathic case with the referring homeopathic practitioner in the 
room.  Other homeopathic practitioners watch by closed circuit television and then 
participate in the group discussion afterwards.  
 
Community as a Core Curricular Value  
Community is a core curricular value at AMCH. AMCH has embedded this core value 
into all of its programs and has created the AMCH Department of Community Medicine.
